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17. TALISKER SILVER-LEAD MINE 

 

Terrain: Moderate to difficult                                              Distance: 6.5 km circuit 

Talisker Conservation Park is located between Delamere and Cape Jervis. Access 

from Main South Road is via Range Road West and Rarkang Road then Talisker 

Road. Park in the carpark off Talisker Road. This walk includes some steep sections. 

There are interpretive signs along the trail. Be sure to end with the lookout walk which 

takes you past the former Mine Manager’s hut to magnificent views across to 

Kangaroo Island.
